If an extension cord is used, the plug and sockat must
remain away from all water and meisturs.

The optimum angle for spraying water against a cleaning
surface is 45 degrees,

To minimlze the amount of water getting Into the pressure
washer, the unit should be placed as far as possible from
the cleaning site during operation.
