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INSTALLATION
This valve, on a system that produces hot water, must be fitted upstream from the source of heat. On a system that generates hot water, it is advisable 
to use accessories that limit the accidental increase of fluid temperature. Always install a safety valve. We recommend the use of a nozzle with flow 
rate which allows a regular discharge from the valve bypass of at least 5% of the flow supplied by the pump. In order to achieve a constant pressure 
and easy adjustment. If the nozzle wears out, the pressure decreases. To reset pressure back to working level, it is necessary to replace the worn  
nozzle. When a new nozzle is fitted, resetting of the system to its original working pressure is required.

PRESSURE ADJUSTMENT/CALIBRATION
The desired working pressure must be adjusted with the system running and the gun opened. Adjust the pressure by screwing or unscrewing the 
adjustment screw. The operation is easier if the correct nozzle has been chosen (see above). When screwing the adjustment screw a consequent 
pressure increase must be matched. If, before reaching the desired pressure, there is no pressure increase, DO NOT FORCE. Rather, check the 
correct ratio of nozzle/flow rate - pressure and, if necessary, replace with a smaller size nozzle.
 

MAINTENANCE
STANDARD: every 400 working hours, check and lubricate the seals with water resistant grease.

SPECIAL: every 800 working hours, check the wear of the seals and internal parts and, if necessary, replace with  
original GP parts taking care, during installation, to lubricate with water resistant grease.
