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Figure 1: Use (4) M12 nuts,
bolts and washers to assemble
the hose reel to the two rails.
The lock pin needs to go toward
the front or bent part of the rail.
Tighten the nuts.

NOTE: All hardware is stainless steel.  A little oil or anti-seize
on the threads will help prevent galling.

Figure 2: Slide the (2) plastic
bushings onto the axles.  The
bevel on the bushing goes to-
ward the rail.  Then slide the
wheels on, followed by the M12
washers and nuts.  Tighten the
nuts.

Figure 3: Look at the top of the 
handles. The top is the end opposite
the end with the (2) holes.  One 
handle is marked, RH, for right hand
threads. Take the handle that is NOT
marked and bolt it to the wheel side of
the hose reel with the top bent portion
facing toward the center of the reel.
Use the (2) M10 nuts, bolts and 
washers.  Do NOT tighten yet.

Find the correct handle connector for
your hose reel.  There are three:
Short  DHRA50150
Medium DHRA50300
Long DHRA50450

One end of the handle connector is
marked RH; the end that is NOT
marked is a left hand thread. Take the
end that is NOT marked and thread it
onto the top of the handle (that is al-
ready bolted to the hose reel) ½ OR 1
TURN ONLY - just enough to hold it
onto the handle. Remember, these are
left hand threads. Find the correct 
handle connector stiffener and slide it
into the connector as far as it will go.

Figure 4: Take the other handle and
slip it over the stiffener and start
threading it onto the connector. This is
a little tricky as the handles move
around, but once it’s started it goes on
pretty easily.  You can do this part by
hand.

Once the connector has several
threads engaged, you can line up the
hole in the connector with the slot in
the stiffener. Put a screwdriver all the
way through both parts and tighten the
connector completely.

Use the remaining M10 nuts, bolts and
washers to attach the second handle
to the reel. Tighten these and the other
handle bolts.
