Install the Handle Add/Check Oil

Add Gasoline

Slide the handle assembly onto the
frame and secure with saddle bolts

and knobs.

The engine is shipped without oil.
Before starting engine, add the oil
provided using the oil spout.

Check oil level prior to each use.
Refer to Engine Owner’s Manual for
complete procedure.

In a well ventilated outdoor area add
fresh, high quality, unleaded gasoline
with a pump octane rating of 86 or
higher. Do not overfill. Wipe up
spilled fuel before starting the engine.
